PLAYGROUND UPDATE!

First, 1 would like to thank the
Playground Committee for their hard
work in getting the project off the ground. 1 am now
directly managing the project with the help of the
committee.

There has been a groundswell of support and it is
greatly appreciated. 13% of the parishioners (or 283
households) have made direct contributions to the
Playground Fund to date. As of Monday, July 26", the
Playground Fund total was $117,040. The breakdown
is explained on the playground display in the Atrium.

You may have noticed the construction on the school
parking lot. This construction has to do with planned
repairs and improvements to the storm sewers, and has
nothing directly to do with the playground project. In
addition, concrete curbing must be repaired, and then
the asphalt will need patched and replaced along the
Walsh Hall driveway. So, there have been a few delays
as we pursue a start date for the construction of the
playground project.

So, what is the status of the playground project? The
playground project has been reviewed and approved
by the Parish Council. Among others, members of our
School Commission, Building and Maintenance,
Finance Commission, and PTO have also provided
input. Envision-Works, Inc. (the playground designer)
has been directed to work on a detailed cost analysis,
and to begin construction specifications. Upon
completion of these documents, we will be ready to go
out for bid on the project and determine who the
general contractor will be. I am hopeful for an
installation this fall.

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HAVOC in the HEAT!

You may have missed the article in the Dayton Daily
News but if you saw it, it still bears repeating. The
topic dealt with the importance of hydration and WHY
it is so important in the heat wave we have been
experiencing.

We all should know that the evaporation of moisture
(perspiration) from our skin helps to maintain our
body’s core temperature. When the humidity is high,
evaporation doesn’t happen as easily, so there is a
danger of a core temperature reaching a dangerously
high level. Signs of this vary and can be dependant on
the level of fluids in our system — a major reason to
stay hydrated. Be alert to warning signs such as:
fatigue, dizziness, confusion, cramping, heart
palpitations and inability to sweat.

It has been shown that after a body loses 2% or more
of its weight through sweating, there is strain on the
heart and if fluids are not replenished, heat exhaustion
or life-threatening heat stroke may occur. However, it
is not only the loss of water that can cause illness but
also the loss of electrolytes particularly sodium and
potassium. Drinking water alone may not be enough if
sweating is profuse for long periods. You may need to
use drinks with electrolyte replacement. Lastly, don’t
underestimate the benefits of fruits and vegetables
with their high fluid content, nutrients and electrolytes.
Not all “solutions” need to come packaged in a bottle.
