CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT UPDATE! 

Last week I updated you about the playground project and 

since then we have added a couple thousand dollars to the 

total! To date we have approximately $119,000 toward the 

project (see the display in the atrium) and a few matching 

gifts in the works also. We are expecting the playground 

project cost analysis to be completed by Envision-Works, 

Inc. any day now, so more to follow next week. Thanks for 

the continued support. 

We are blessed to have a wonderful Building and 

Maintenance Commission here at St. Charles. They help me 

to manage many of the parish projects and are all a great 

asset to the parish. Together, we attempt to stay on top of 

the many capital improvements needed here at St. Charles. 

The blacktop and concrete repairs are two such projects. 

The blacktop repairs on the school parking lot are 

underway. The project was bid on by three paving 

contractors. The project was awarded to Wagner Paving, 

Inc. for the sum of $26,360 with possible ―additions‖ for 

stone base improvements as we monitor the job and work 

with the contractor. The blacktop project is scheduled for 

completion NLT Friday, August 20th, 2010. With school 

starting on the 24
th
, I am praying for good ―paving 

weather‖! The cost of the project is covered under our 

current budget. 

Concrete repairs continue all around the grounds, this job 

was bid on by four contractors and was awarded to W.T. 

Sowder for the sum of $11,463. Dwyer Concrete Lifting 

will also be correcting $2,400 worth of sidewalk ―tripping 

hazards‖ on the grounds. The concrete work includes new 

steps at the school main entrance, and various repairs to 

curbs and walks throughout the complex. Please do not 

scratch your initials into the wet concrete! The cost of the 

project is covered under our current budget. 

Next week I will include details about other projects that 

are covered under our current budget: The School Boiler 

Replacement & Boiler Room Asbestos Removal and the 

School and Church Key Fob/Camera System.
