CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT UPDATE!

The playground cost analysis was received last Tuesday,
August 10, 2010. The analysis is slightly higher than what
we originally anticipated earlier this summer. Unanticipated
expenses such as asphalt removal and disposal, site
preparation, drainage, fencing, permits & fees, etc. have
driven the cost up. We currently have $120,500 toward the
project, and this figure does not include a few outstanding
pledges. The playground committee will meet to discern
our options and establish a game plan as we move forward.
We still hope for an installation this fall. More to follow!

The removal of all asbestos material in the school boiler
room was accomplished in June and cost $19,616. This was
covered in last year’s budget. Currently the school is having
new boilers installed. Thanks to Mr. Richard Durbin,
Consolidated Equipment Co., we were able to obtain a
slightly used boiler and only had to pay for the shipping.
Mr. Durbin also provided us with a new boiler which
included a nice discount. The invoice for the single boiler
came to just over $28,000. Five contractors submitted
proposals on the boiler installation. The job was awarded to
EES Facility Services with a bid of $55,500. This project is
covered under this year’s budget.

The security/camera systems at both the church and school
are currently being upgraded. This system is a pro-active
move to better protect our children, parishioners, and
property here at St. Charles. The key fob and video system
will eliminate unauthorized entry into the church, PAC,
Walsh hall, and the school. By installing this system we
will no longer have to change locks to buildings if keys are
lost, and the worry of key duplication will no longer be an
issue. This system upgrade is covered under our current
budget at a cost of $11,732, and will go into effect late this
summer.

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Announcements & Blessings — following the
post-communion prayer are the announcements. They
let people know what is coming up in the parish during
the next week or weeks. This is part of the dismissal
rite, the final section of the Mass. It gives us an idea of
some of the ways in which we can carry on our
Eucharist outside of Mass.

After the announcements, there is a final blessing,
sometimes a more solemn (longer) one for special
feasts and occasions. On occasion there is a longer
prayer, called the “prayer over the people.” These
prepare us to go out into the world with God’s
blessing.

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Ten Tips for a Healthy and Happy School Year

Summer is quickly coming to an end and with schools
starting back in session during the next few weeks the
National Association of School Nurses has developed “Ten
Tips for a Healthy and Happy School Year.”

Take you child to the doctor for a check-up before
school starts. Most school sports programs require that
students receive a physical prior to participation. Your
doctor will also let you know if you child is up to date on
immunizations.

Keep emergency contact information current so the
school can reach you.

Get you child immunized according to the requirements of
the laws in the state. All Ohio Kindergarteners and 7"
graders have added immunization requirements starting the
2010/11 school year. Check with your school nurse or the
school website for the requirements.

Keep your child active. Exercise is important for overall
health which in turn promotes academic success!

Make sure your child gets enough sleep. Start getting
them back on their school schedule one — two weeks prior
to the first day of classes.

Ask about school safety. Talk to your school about how
the school prepares for disasters and prevents violence and
bullying.

Pay attention to your child’s eating habits. Teach
children to eat healthy by setting an example will help them
make good choices. Send in healthy snacks for classroom
parties and celebrations such as fruits and vegetables, whole
grain crackers and cheese, etc.

Share your child’s mental health needs with the school
nurse so a plan can be developed to help your child be
successful in school.

Tell the school if you think your child has a serious or
contagious disease. Some diseases spread very easily to
others. The school nurse can work with the health
department, school staff and families to help control the
spread of disease.

Have a plan. If your child has a learning disability or a
health condition that may impact learning, ask the school
nurse about formal health/education plans.
