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HEART PALPITATIONS 

 . . . HARMLESS OR NOT? 
 

Heart palpitations are the sensations felt when 

there is a change in heart rhythm. This can range 

from a ―skip‖ to a sustained, rapid, abnormal pace 

in the heart‘s rhythm. Although many times 

harmless, if palpitations are accompanied by chest 

pain, fainting or persist for about 20 minutes or 

more, this is a medical emergency and treatment is 

needed immediately. Some underlying diseases 

that may cause these palpitations are: heart 

disease, thyroid disease, hormone disorders and 

anemia. 

 

Sometimes, the cause of palpitations simply can 

not be determined, or they are harmless. 

Nevertheless, identifying and avoiding potential 

triggers may help relieve the situation. Here are 

common triggers to possibly be addressed: strong 

emotions, such as anxiety, stress, or fear; 

strenuous activity; caffeine, nicotine or alcohol 

products; medications, herbals or supplements that 

act as stimulants due to the pseudoephedrine they 

contain such as cough, cold, asthma medications 

or diet pills; fever; natural hormone changes; 

dehydration causing electrolyte imbalance. 

 

Regardless of how frequently palpitations occur 

and even if not a medical emergency, mild 

symptoms such as lightheadedness, shortness of 

breath or dizziness should be discussed with your 

doctor. Depending on what is found; treatment can 

range from medications, surgical intervention or 

hopefully nothing more than lifestyle changes.

MEETING MINUTES — June 21, 2010

The July meeting of Parish Council was called to order at 

7:00 pm by Jim Wolff.   

The meeting opened with a review and approval of the June 

2010 minutes.   
 

NEW BUSINESS – Fr. Haemmerle introduced Fr. Tim 

Ralston to Parish Council. This was followed by a review 

of the 2010-11 Parish budget. Chris Rauch introduced the 

budget by providing background information relative to the 

role of Finance Commission and their responsibility to 

prepare and oversee the budget. A detailed summary of the 

2009-10 budget and actuals, along with the 2010-11 budget, 

was provided to council for review and questioning. There 

was general discussion about specific line items and a few 

unforeseen expenditures. 2009-10 expenses were held 

down. The savings achieved enabled additional funds to be 

moved into the Capital Expense line. Jim Wolff requested 

that the Building and Maintenance Commission‘s 

prioritization list be shared with Council to better 

understand the challenges of addressing maintenance items 

within budget. There was also discussion regarding the non-

cash accounting method used for reporting tuition receipts.  

 

Parish council suggested that we use a cash accounting 

method in lieu of a hybrid type system. Chris Rauch agreed 

to explore the application of a total cash accounting method 

with the Finance Commission. A motion to approve the 

budget pending the documenting of final 2009-10 tuition 

receipts was made by Marty VanOss and seconded by 

Maggie Collins. Once finalized, the budget will be 

submitted to the Archdiocese. 
 

OLD BUSINESS – Chris Rauch informed council that he 

has assumed management oversight of the playground 

project and, as such, provided a brief update. The parish is 

steadily progressing toward our financial goal for this 

project. An inspection of the site for the playground 

revealed grading issues that will likely have a cost impact. 

A revised cost analysis has been requested from the 

designer. This will be followed by the project going out for 

contractor bid for the entire project. Many thanks to Diana 

McNamee and Erin Stolly and their team for their tireless 

work in launching this project and leading the fundraising 

campaign.
