Because we are dismissed at 
the end of Mass, sent forth to take what we have 
received and what we have become into the world, 
it is important to wait until the end of Mass. We are 
a community formed by the Word and by the 
Eucharist, and so we remain together and leave as 
a community, after the ministers have led the 
procession down the middle aisle. Then as we 
leave, we are part of that one procession into the 
world.

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“WHAT A LOAD!” 

(You may have seen this before, but with school starting for 

many, it’s worth repeating!) 

School has started and kids are once again lugging around a 

backpack full of “stuff.” Did you know that overloaded 

backpacks send about 500 school children to the emergency 

room each year? Considering all the children that go to 

school, that may not seem like a lot, but remember not all 

health problems send us to the ER, but instead turn into 

aggravating, chronic injury problems for the future. 

Some ways you and your child can help prevent backpack 

injury are listed below: 

●Be sure the backpack has wide padded straps and a 

padded pack. 

●Use both straps - don’t sling it over one shoulder which 

puts strain on muscles. 

●Make sure physical activity is part of your child’s day so 

that he/she maintains strong back & abdominal muscles. 

(These support the back!) 

●Teach them to lift and bend correctly - from the knees! 

●Always place the heaviest items closest to the body. 

●Wrist straps distribute the weight of the load more evenly. 

●Most important – The American Academy of Pediatrics 

recommends that children carry no more than 10-20% of 

their weight in the pack and the pack weigh less than 15#.  

The backpack itself should not add much weight to the 

load. If the load must be heavy, consider a rolling backpack 

but remember it may still have to be carried upstairs or 

rolled through the snow. You may have to help your child 

load the backpack in the beginning to teach him/her weight 

distribution and just how much is safe, but you’ll be 

rewarded by having a child with fewer complaints, injuries, 

and actively participating in making healthy choices.
