1. Opening Prayer – Mark Schwieterman opened the meeting with the Lord’s Prayer at 7:33PM.

2. Review and Approval of December Minutes – Jim Sprauer motioned and Dave Bockrath seconded approval of the December minutes.

3. President’s Report- 
a. Fish Fry- The St. Charles fish fry will be held on March 25th.  Rob Miller will coordinate the drinks for the event and Brent Baird will coordinate gambling.  The Knights of Columbus will work with the Hecht family to prepare and serve food.  Anyone interested in volunteering to help with this event should contact Maggie Collins as soon as possible.

4. Old Business-
a.  CPC and Fingerprinting-  In season coaches should contact Bart Nye with coaches lists to ensure all volunteers are properly certified.   
b. Pictures- Basketball and Cheerleading were taken on 1/9.  Shadowbox Photography took the pictures and all ran smoothly.
c. Saturday League- The Saturday league will continue through the end of January.  Invoices have been submitted to all participating teams.
d. Sunday CYO at PAC- Sunday CYO basketball games will continue through Jan. 23rd .
e. Trophies- The Boy Scouts have moved the older St. Charles trophies out of the equipment closet.  They are now displayed in the school library.
f. Roof Project- The nails in PAC above the volleyball court were capped to prevent further damage to the volleyballs.  About 3,000 caps were used at a cost of approximately $200.
g. Basket Repair- The damaged basket was repaired at a cost of $879.

5. Treasurer’s Report-
a. YTD Financials- The Commission’s cash balance has declined by $1,370 for the current school year to a balance of $17,819 as of 1/9/11.  Major expenses have included playground equipment ($5,497), contributions for the PAC facility ($2,579), payment to the school fund from Monte Carlo 2010 ($1,430), and CYO fees for soccer ($2,403) and volleyball ($1,050).

6.  Liaison Reports- 
a. CYO (Dave Bockrath) – Volleyball tournament will be completed before Spring Break.  
b. PTO (Open) - No report.
c. Parish Council (Scott Hornick) – No report.
d. School Commission (Michelle Popp) – The school playground effort continues to progress.  The equipment has been purchased.  It will be installed when we have consistent temperatures of 55 degrees or more.  A multimedia presentation has been prepared to facilitate recruiting of military families to St. Charles.  The commission is reviewing the tuition differences between parishioners vs. non parishioners and will likely reduce the difference to $500 or less.
