1. Opening Prayer – Mark Schwieterman opened the meeting with the Lord’s Prayer at 7:03 PM.

2. Review and Approval of October Minutes –   Jim Sprauer motioned and Bart Nye seconded approval of the October minutes.

3. President’s Report- 
a.  Fish Fry- A fish fry will be held on March 25th of 2011 in place of the annual Monte Carlo fundraising event.  The Knights of Columbus have agreed to volunteer their time for the event.  Anyone interested in volunteering should contact Maggie Collins.  
b. Prayer before games at PAC- There is a new CYO rule that the Our Father is to be prayed by both teams before all CYO games.

4. Old Business-
a. CPC and Fingerprinting- All intramural and basketball coaches must be fingerprinted and have attended the CPC course.
