1. Opening Prayer – Mark Schwieterman opened the meeting with the Lord’s Prayer at 7:30PM.

2. Review and Approval of April Minutes – Bart Nye motioned and Jim Sprauer seconded approval of the April minutes.

This projected balance is $12,322 higher than budget as a result of the highly successful 2011 Monte Carlo.  The net income for the Monte Carlo was $35,358.  After payment to the school development fund, the net income for the AC is $17,679.  Dave Girouard and John Sweeterman will develop the proposed budget for the 2011-2012 school year.
