1. Opening Prayer and Comments – Ed Gerding opened the meeting with the Lord’s Prayer at 7:05PM.  Ed introduced the new principal David Bogle who offered assistance to the commission as needed.
2. Review and Approval of May Minutes – Chris Stewart motioned and Bart Nye seconded approval of the May minutes.
3. President’s Report – Ed Gerding
a. New Roster / Open Positions – There are several coordinator/liaison positions open for the current school year as follows:  Volleyball Coordinator, Parish Council liaison, Youth Council liaison, and CYO liaison.  Please contact Ed Gerding if you have an interest in learning more about these positions.
b. New Calendar – The AC calendar was revised to move Boys and Girls soccer signups to April 15th, 2012 to avoid Easter weekend.  The revised AC calendar is available on the AC website.
c. Evaluation Guidelines – The newly adopted CYO sports evaluation guidelines will be updated in the Coordinator’s Manual.  In addition, the entire Coordinator’s Manual will be reviewed and updated as revisions have not been made in a number of years.
d. Issue Resolution – Ed Gerding requested that coaches and coordinators attempt to resolve any issues that arise prior to escalating the issue to the AC President/Commission.
e. PAC Setup- During the 2010-2011 school year, there were some issues with getting the PAC set up in order that volleyball/basketball games could start on time.  The commission will look into the option of offering service hours to high school students in return for preparing the PAC for games.  A training session will be held on the proper setup of the volleyball equipment.
4. Old Business

a. Team Rosters – Coaches are required to have team rosters at all CYO games.  
5. Treasurer’s Report – John Sweeterman
a. 2010-2011 Annual Report – The AC cash balance was $19,189 at 6/30/10 and increased to $22,820 at 6/30/11.  The increase in the cash balance of $3,630 was driven by the success of the first annual St. Charles Fish Fry (net of contributions to the School Fund).  
b. 2011 – 2012 Proposed AC Budget – The proposed AC budget for 2011-2012 reflects a reduction in the cash balance of $4,467 from $22,820 to $18,353.  The proposal includes a forecasted net revenue of $9,000 from the Monte Carlo/Fish Fry and $3,400 for PAC repairs and floor refurbishment.  Ann Heebsh indicated that additional funds may be needed to replace some very old equipment.  Ann will prepare an estimate of the amount needed and submit to the commission for review and approval.  In addition, a request was presented regarding a St. Charles AC contribution toward a camera system to be installed at the Alter football/soccer field.  Chris Stewart motioned and John Sweeterman seconded to approve a $500 donation.
c. Audit Results- An audit of the AC 2010-2011 financial statements was performed by the Parish Finance Committee.  No issues were raised.
