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Confirmation Banner Instructions- DUE Monday April 20th, 2009
When designing your banner, the banner should be in portrait position – see below.  Fabric for the banner will be handed out at the Confirmation Retreat in January or February.
The banner should include:

Your Confirmation Saint Name – should span the length of the banner (see below).  Letters of your name should be at least 1 ½ inches height x 1 ½ " width so that parishioners can read your name when they look up at the banners.  The banners will be hanging in the Atrium on the weekend of Confirmation.  Letters cut out of felt seem to glue best to felt background.
Symbols of the Gifts you possess – for example: singing – music note, musical instrument, sports – soccer ball, writing - pen, listening – ear, caring – heart, etc.

Symbol of the Saint’s name you have chosen – for example: St. Francis – an animal to symbolize his love for animals.

Be creative!!!  To highlight the banner you could attach a colorful border, beads, fabric paint, etc.  Be sure to glue well your symbols, letters, arts and crafts with sticky glue, or a hot glue gun.  
Optional:

A quote from your saint, or from the bible, or an inspirational quote.  It should be a short quote.  The quote should reflect Christian values.
