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Guidelines for Saint Report – Due November 16th, 2008 
Your Saint Report should be based on the name that you have chosen for Confirmation.  That name could be:

1. Your baptismal name

2. The name of a canonized saint

Your report must be a minimum of 500 words in length and be free of spelling and punctuation errors.  If your report is handwritten, it must be legible.  The Coordinator of Youth Ministry will determine legibility.

The report must include:

A biography of the Saint
Why are they so important to the Church that they are a saint?

Are they a Patron Saint of a country or a group?

What is it about this Saint that inspires you?

What do you think this Saint has to say to young people and the Church today?

Be sure to put your name on the report. 

Sources:

· You must use at least two different sources of information.

· One of those sources must be a book.  
· List your sources at the end of your report.

· You may use the Internet for information.  Please do not plagerize.  Make your report personal.
